Conservation status:

Critically Endangered. Pangolins are
the most trafficked mammail in the
world. Their scales are particularly
sought after for the Chinese traditional
medicine

Major Threats: Targeted hunting for the
national and international trade for
traditional medicine and bushmeat, and
habitat loss

Conservation Action: Research and
monitoring, habitat protection,
monitoring of national and international
trafficking, education, rescue and
rehabilitation, and reintroduction
